
TRAVEL INFORMATION

1. From the Roissy Charles de Gaulle airport to your hotel  (located either in Paris, Saint Quentin en Yvelines or Versailles)

If you land in Roissy Charles De Gaulle airport, there are several ways of getting to your hotel :

1.1 By taxi

You can go by taxi : that will take about 40mn to Paris, 55mn to Versailles or Saint-Quentin en Yvelines if there is no traffic. But it can take much more than that at rush hours. To get to the Versailles or Saint-Quentin will cost you around 400-500  Francs and you need to be careful as many taxis do not accept credit cards. To get to Paris in the evening it will cost you nearly 300 Francs. 

1.2 By Public Transport

You can also take the public transportation, from the RER line B3 Aeroport Charles de Gaulle station in Terminal 2, or Terminal 1. To find your way to your hotel, the best is to check out the map of public transport network in Paris and its region (RER, metro) which can be found at :

Further details are provided below : 

1.2.1. To get to Paris (Montparnasse area)

Two possibilities can be considered :

1) You can also take the public transportation, from the RER line B3 Aeroport Charles de Gaulle station in Terminal 2, or Terminal 1 and stop at the metro station Denfert-Rochereau. At Denfert Rochereau you then take the Metro line 6 direction Charles de Gaulle Etoile and stop at Montparnasse-Bienvenue station. (This would take you about One hour travelling time in total from Roissy to Montparnasse)

2) You take an Air France coach leaving from Roissy terminal 1 and 2

1.2.2. To get to Versailles or Saint Quentin en Yvelines

You can also take the public transportation, from the RER line B3 Aeroport Charles de Gaulle station in Terminal 2, or Terminal 1 and stop at the RER/metro Station Notre-Dame and take a connecting train (RER C). There are several types of train on line C. You should take the following trains to go to Versailles or Saint Quentin as follows :

· RER line C5 Versailles Rive Gauche, 500m from Hotel Sofitel

· RER line C7 St-Quentin-en-Yvelines, 500m from Hotel Mercure

It will take you around 1.5 hour travelling time in total from Roissy to Versailles or Saint-Quentin. However late in the evening (from 8.00 pm) it is not quite safe and there are not as many trains. So the use of Public transport is for people arriving in the day and late afternoon.

2. From Roissy airport to the meeting location

2.1 By taxi

This is the easiest way. However Les Mesnuls is quite far from the airport The cost is about 700 Francs. As indicated above most taxis do not accept credit cards.

2.2 By Public Transport

· You can take first the RER line B3 Aeroport Charles de Gaulle station in Terminal 2, or Terminal 1 and stop at the metro station Denfert-Rochereau. 

· At Denfert Rochereau you then take the Metro line 6 direction Charles de Gaulle Etoile and stop at Montparnasse-Bienvenue station. 

· There you leave the metro Station to enter the train station Montparnasse and take a Suburb train (Train de Banlieue in French). Les Mesnuls, where the meeting takes place, can be reached from two train stations Rambouillet located 15 km away from the meeting location or Montfort Mere, located 4 km away from the meeting location. Rambouillet is best since there are faster trains and the periodicity of trains is smaller. At these stations you then have to take a taxi. Some buses exist also. 

This would take you about 2 ½ hours travelling time in total from Roissy to the meeting location). For security reasons you should avoid travelling late by suburban trains (after 8.00 pm). 

3. From Your hotel to the meeting location (Les Mesnuls)

3.1 By taxi

· From Paris, it should cost around 400 Francs

· From Versailles / Saint Quentin it should cost about 200-300 Francs depending on the time of the day. You should book a taxi the day before since most taxi are booked in advance and you may wait a little in the morning.

3.2 By Public transport

From Paris, the best is to go the Montparnasse train station and take a train to Rambouillet (Direction either Rambouillet or Dreux).

From Versailles : The best is to leave from Versailles-Chantiers train station and take again a train to Rambouillet. You should note that there are three train stations in Versailles so do not mix them up

From Saint-Quentin, you may take a train to Rambouillet again. 

4. From Orly airport to hotel or meeting location

If you land in Orly Airport, the best is to take a taxi to Saint Quentin-en-Yvelines or Versailles (20-30mn drive).

If you arriving from London by the Eurostar, you can easily take a taxi or the RER, or the metro from the railway station.
