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Introduction

The most likely scenario for setting up an AMR-WB TFO connection is the start of the call in a narrow-band codec. In this situation the Active Codec Set is undefined, because no codec set is currently in use. 

Compared to the case where the call already started with AMR-WB the TFO decision must take place based on a reduced set of information related to codec sets, namely only on the local and distant Supported Codec Set (SCS).

But the information which AMR-WB ACS would preferably be chosen often is available also at a side currently using a narrow-band codec.

The TFO sub-group has agreed to use in case of a current narrow-band codec a bit in the TFO protocol to indicate that information on AMR-WB (currently only the SCS) is following.

Proposal

It is proposed to optionally extend this information on AMR-WB by the “Intended ACS”. To do so the EXtension bits in the AMR-WB SCS Extension Block could indicate that an AMR-WB “Intended ACS” extension block follows. This block would have the same format as a “true” AMR-WB ACS extension block.
This “Intended ACS” information, if present, shall be treated in the same way like “true” ACS information by the TFO decision algorithm.
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
