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1 Introduction

The H323 standard for real-time multimedia is the general assumption when PS is used. The TSG SA several times commented that S4 should focus more on the PS real time multimedia. It was suggested that S4 collaborates with the ITU-T SG XVI Q13 which has been recently created to treat the specific case of H323 in a wireless environment. Organizations expressed their doubts on the interest of such a collaboration.

Nortel Networks agreed to draft a contribution which summarizes what could be the topics of this collaboration and the expected benefits.

2 Discussion

The ITU-T SG XVI is the group in charge of the management of the H323 standard. The creation of an annex addressing wireless is somehow acknowledging that the H323 in is original form may not be adapted when a mobile terminal is involved in the call.

The benefits expected from a possible collaboration :

· Requirements of 3G are taken into account since the early phase of the development of the new annex,

· To avoid divergences between 3GPP and ITU-T specifications,

· Convergence between the different wireless systems,

· Less developments of system specific products,

· Encourage Error resilience in the fix network.

The topics on which S4 and likely other TSG WG could collaborate

· Robustness aspects,

· Compacting of the information,

· Codec standard to be used.
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
