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This document outlines the implementation of the 3GPP and ETSI SMG Specification Handling decisions.

When a specification is transferred to 3GPP:
1)
if a GSM only R99 version exists. The GSM R99 Version 8.x.y is deleted and only one (3G) release 99 version is maintained (see note). Hence R99 CRs shall only be written to 3G version.

NOTE:
GSM 04.08 is a very exceptional case in that the 04.08v8.x.y will continue to exist (as a pointer to the other "04.08 parts) whilst 24.008 v 3.x.y exists, however this was done for very specific referencing purposes.

2)
if a GSM only R99 version does not exist. A GSM R99 Version 8.0.0 shall not be created.

3)
all previous GSM only versions (R98, R97 etc) of the specification transferred are maintained by 3GPP. Note that a corrective CR to a R97 version would almost certainly have to be duplicated for the R98 and 3G versions. Also a correction to the 3G version may also require implementation in previous releases.

4)
if the GSM only version was approved and under SMG change control, the transferred 3G version becomes version 3.0.0 under TSG change control. This maintains a record of changes.

5)
GSM text and normative references will require updating. e.g. "GSM network" possibly change to "3G/GSM network" and "see GSM 03.60" change to "see TS 23.060".

6)
CRs to 3G versions need only be approved at the appropriate 3GPP TSG (however SMG should be advised (This should be handled by MCC 3GPP support)).

7)
CRs to all previous GSM only versions (R98, R97 etc) need only be approved at the appropriate 3GPP TSG. However, SMG should approve changes to all ETSI deliverables and so shall be presented all CRs, this should be carried out by an e-mail pointer to the TSG documentation and an SMG approval by correspondence. (This should be handled by MCC 3GPP support).

Where a GSM specification is not transferred to 3GPP the specification will continue to be developed as R99 version 8.x.y and onward in ETSI SMG (05 series, 04.18 etc).

3G specifications may contain GSM only specific parts, These parts should be identified (markers, text), for example GSM EDGE.

When a specification is "released" by 3GPP to the SDOs for publication the title may change, For example, within ETSI, ETSI SMG may add "GSM and 3rd Generation" to the title of most CN specifications. ETSI will also publish the specification/report with a new ETSI number (you will be pleased to hear that for 3G the specification report number will still be visible e.g. 23.108 will be published by ETSI as either TS 123 108 or EN 323 108).
