Presented by Nik.
Discussion:
· Ozgur: When saying “CHEM capable PCRF/PCF” and since SA4 don’t specify them, should we assume that they could support CHEM or recognize these parameters?
· Nik: Made editorial change.
· Bo: Editorial: No longer a triad of SDP attributes.
· Nik: Yes, only one.
· Stephane R: Could include a general text on SDP attribute and parameters per payload type at the beginning of X.3.2, which could improve readability.
· Nik: <Editing on-screen>.
· Nik: Clarify naming of attribute to maxe2ePLR (without hyphen) and parameter value name is e2e-PLR, to make the names distinctly different.
· Stephane: Do you intend to have the a= and the name of the attribute?
· Bo: Yes, this is the way to define new SDP attributes, aligned with SDP IETF RFC practice. Suggest to add an example, though.
· Nik: OK.
· Bo: Do you want to have the “:” and “/” mandatorily, even if there is only one number?
· Nik: Good catch, no. Change.
· Paolo: Caption of Table should occur before the table.
· Bo: Suggest to not define attribute again in X.3.3, but to reference the attribute defined in X.3.2.
· Ozgur: For the “otherwise” part when setting UL or DL PLR in the answer, it is limiting the answerer more than it should. It should be allowed to go up to ½ of the total.
· Nik: Usually the offerer has the best idea of the service and it has some idea on why to be greedy. The answerer should (recommended) follow the offerer’s wish.
· Ozgur: We should make it clear that the answerer can go all the way to half of the total.
· Nik: Do we want to allow the answerer to be greedy?
· Ozgur: The answerer should not exceed 50%.
· Nik: At least try to be balanced <discussing and editing on-screen>, especially for the case when offerer was greedy. Suggest mandating to not exceed 50% in the answer in this case.
· Ozgur: Fabrice brought this issue to my attention. Fabrice, are you OK?
· Fabrice: Yes.
· Nik: Alto the summarizing table(s) must be changed accordingly <discussion and editing on-screen>.
· Ozgur: Why the table?
· Nik: It’s repetitive, repeating body text in table form. There was a comment that it was a bit hard to follow. Avoid any discrepancies between text and table.
· Ozgur: Still confused by the table; why are there multiple cells for Limit and Limit Condition for a single parameter? Suggest switching column order for them.
· Nik: There are different limits that can be applied depending on two conditions. Can change order.
· Nik: X.3.4 is included as long as I haven’t confirmed that PCRF/PCF remembers what was in the SDP offer when receiving the SDP answer. If state is not kept, the SDP offer values must then be repeated as a separate attribute in the SDP answer.
· Timo: The b= line is a good example that PCRF/PCF can remember state between offer and answer.
· Nik: Still need to check one more time.
· Ozgur: It was discussed in earlier meetings and telcos that CHEM plr-adapt indicates the core CHEM feature and the others are optional. How is this reflected in the new formulation?
· Nik: I can even draw the layered “onion” we discussed before.
· Ozgur: The text seems fine. Suggest to add some SDP examples.
· Paolo: Minor nits on front page. Is the Annex mentioned anywhere in the body text? Otherwise, I can put it last, just before the revision table.
· Ozgur: Suggest adding a reference to it somewhere in clause 6 where other features are mentioned, like MMCMH / MSMTSI.
· Nik: I’ll do that offline.
