GSMA NG has established last year the 5GJA (5G Joint Activity) to handle 5G topics. 5GJA is working, among other tasks, on a permanent reference document (PRD) “IMS Profile for Voice, Video and SMS over 5GS” (NG.114) which is intended to be the 5G equivalent of VoLTE (IR.92) and ViLTE (IR.94). The aapproval of the first version of NG.114 is scheduled for October 2019.
NG.114 will initially be based on 3GPP Rel-15 specifications. Any updates to 3GPP TS 26.114 and 3GPP TS.26.223 relevant to NG.114 are of high interest to 5GJA.
