· Paul suggests renaming clarification of FLUS assistance messaging functionality from network assistance, since these two represent different functionality
· Thorsten suggests that we don’t cause renaming of functional names = i.e. maintain Assistance Sender and Assistance Receiver.
· Paul proposes a new section to describe stage 2 functionality on UNA
· Thorsten: concern with “shall” and, NAssS discovery via DNS, and URL construction for NAssS - these are stage 3 in nature, not appropriate for Stage 2
· It was agreed that the related stage 3 text not be included when merged into S4-190558
· It was agreed that uplink assistance using UNA mechanisms would be included as new sub-section 4.6.1 under new section 4.6 “Uplink Assistance”, and which would allow for sub-section 4.6.2 to be added on Uplink Assistance using RAN signaling.
