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1. Background:

3GPP TSG SA WG 4 (SA4) thanks Consumer Technology Association’s WAVE project (CTA WAVE) for the LS on "Common Media Client Data CTA-5004 (community review). SA4 briefly reviewed the document during SA4#108 and would like to inform CTA WAVE on the following.
SA4 is interested in this work as part of the work on 5G Media Streaming. In the currently ongoing second Release of 5G (Rel-16), 3GPP defined the 5G Media Streaming Architecture in TS 26.501 (see attached). For 5G Media Downlink Streaming, the client sends requests to the Application Server (AS) via M4d and it is considered that such CTA WAVE defined client metadata may be sent on this interface as well. We expect to further study on how such information could be usable in 5G Media Streaming operations, for example for Network Assistance, Consumption Reporting or other means defined in 5G Media Streaming. One open question may be, if the client metadata defined in the CTA-5004 spec can also be aggregated in the client and be sent by other means to the network (for example using M5d in 5G Media Downlink Streaming).
Unfortunately, SA4 did not have the time for a detailed study during SA4#108, but we may come back with more questions and comments after the completion of our SA4#109 meeting end of May 2020. At the same time, we have invited members to directly comment on the CTA WAVE draft specification.

Generally, SA4 remains interested in work ongoing in CTA WAVE. We already reference CMAF and CTA-WAVE 5003 as part of our 5G Media Streaming specifications in TS26.511 and TS 26.117.
2. Actions:

1) Clarify if the client metadata defined in draft CTA-5004 can only be sent through http requests, or may also be aggregated in client and be sent by other means.
2) Keep us informed on updates and new developments in CTA WAVE, in particular on CTA-5003 and CTA-5004 progress.
