Presenter: Thibaud Biatek (ATEME)
Discussion: 

· Paul G: looks sensible to me, command line for x265 looks good

· Thomas: Thank you looks good, need to check with experts still. 

· Thomas: Why 15 sequences?

· Thibaud: follows the common practices JVET does have it like this.

· Gilles: I have some comments on the sequence as well. Characteristics of video sequences are also missing, for example movement and complexity. Quantitative measure of movements.

· Thibaud: Do you want to add some kind of complexity measure?

· Gilles: not really, more about the description

· Thomas: Do you plan to have the same sequences for PQ and HLG and SDR?

· Thibaud: Maybe both. Other opinions

· Paul G.: We could do conversion if good but the converted sequences first need to be checked.
· Thomas: Can we have representative TV content?

· Paul G.: We have some tricky content, complex content and easier content.

· Gilles: Texture and motion have impact on compression performance for SDR. For HDR the dynamics are important, spectaculars vs high range…
· Thomas: Can we add some description on the test sequences? why they have been chosen?
· Lukasz: If we have HM encoding, we have some ideas on the complexity. We could also do spatial and temporal indices to express the sequence complexity.

· Richard: What does miniature stand for?

· Gilles: Thumbnail

· Gilles: Why re-using the JVET sequences? Would we not repeat the same tests?

· Thibaud: Agree, but this is one of the few test data bases that are available. We also need to check the details of the sequences.

· Michel: Should we store the source sequences on the git repository?

· Thomas: Would be good to do it like this? But also depends on the available storage space.
· Michel: Some sequences have different copyright? Some may be stored, others not
· Thomas: We should get some information on all of this

· Gilles: What about the duration?

· Thibaud: Are typically 10 seconds, but also longer ones exist. Would be good to get some additional content.
· Gilles: 10 seconds long, single shot… are appropriate also for subjective tests, should there be any in the future.
· Thomas: What does “dr” stand for in the command line?

· Thibaud: It indicates the use of IRAP and no CRA.
· Imed: Why using FFMPEG and not just x265 directly?

· Thibaud: Could do either, FFMPEG would be easier.
· Gilles: Most important is to identify the encoder version within FFMPEG

· Thibaud: FFMEG has the advantage to handle other source formats, including file formats.

· Gilles: We need to be cautious on any preprocessing done prior encoding, there may be several different implementations of RGB->YUV converters for example. Would prefer a unique source format.
· No other comments

· We will progress with the test set.

Decision:

· At the next telco there will be a first set of test conditions to be reviewed.
· Time is given for the review the encoder configurations in details.

· The contribution is agreed as the basis for future work, but not yet to be integrated into the Technical Report.

AHVIC-274 is agreed.
