Cher Frédéric,

Thank you for your liaison response produced at SA4#109-e.

I am pleased to inform you that ETSI recently published the DVB‑MABR Phase 1 Technical Specification as TS 103 769 v1.1.1 under the title “Adaptive media streaming over IP multicast”. This effectively replaces DVB BlueBook A176, so we request that you update any references in 3GPP technical reports and specifications. It is available for download from the ETSI website and also from here:

As requested, when preparing the specification text for ETSI publication, we ensured that its reference to 3GPP TS 26.346 targets Release 16 in general rather than any more specific version of that Technical Specification.

We note that CR0632 to TS 26.346 agreed at SA4#109-e [S4 200635] was subsequently approved at SA#88-e [SP-200397]. Amongst other things, this enables specifications that reference Annex L to provide the File/@Content-MD5 attribute in the FLUTE File Delivery Table for DASH media segments, as well as for non-DASH services. Thank you for implementing this change request in TS 26.346 v16.6.1, which was published as ETSI TS 126 346 v16.6.1 on 30th October 2020.
There are some well-known technical deficiencies with the MD5 message digest algorithm. Would SA4 consider extending the TS 26.346 technical specification to support a more modern message digest such as SHA-256 in addition?
Please be advised that the TM-Mcast group has been in “sleep” mode until it was recently awoken to consider new Commercial Requirements for a Phase 2 Technical Specification agreed at the Commercial Module’s 88th Plenary meeting on 3rd November last and endorsed by the 30th meeting of the DVB General Assembly on 10th November.
