OMAF 2" edition introduces new technologies including enabling more
than one viewpoint, support of improved overlay of graphics or textual
data on top of omnidirectional video, efficient signaling of videos
structured in multiple sub parts, and new profiles supporting dynamic
bitstream generation according to the viewport.
