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1 Background
Note 7 of the section 4.2.1 and note 6 of the section 4.3.1 of 3GPP TS 26.501 has additional details on AF API exposure: There may be multiple 5GMS AFs residing within the Trusted Media Functions entity, each exposing one or more APIs.
Relevant section in 3GPP TS 26.512 would be ServiceAccessInformation API (11.2.3.1-1) which provides a list of 5GMS AF addresses in the configuration information from the 5GMS AF to MSH.

1. It seems that the note can be improved by providing definition of Trusted Media Function because there is no definition of it in the specification but used only in those two notes.

2. The note can be improved in the other way by removing the Trusted Media Function limitation because the 5GMS AF exposes one or more APIs regardless of where it resides.

Therefore, we propose to remove the Trusted Media Function from the notes.
