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1 Introduction

[bookmark: _Hlk86928838]At the SA4#115-e plenary meeting, there are two agreed conclusions about reconfirmation of interest to submit a candidate in IVAS standardization based on the request from the contribution S4-210843[1]. The present document provides some comments related to it.

2 Process detail

In [1], there are descriptions as follows:
[bookmark: _Hlk86928907]“When it comes to the sources, as they have since long developed and in detail presented to SA4 the concept of IVAS public collaboration….”
The source really appreciates the sources’ hard work dedicated to the concept of IVAS public collaboration.

[bookmark: _Hlk86928991]In [2], the second conclusion is as follows:
“Working assumption is that there will be one single joint candidate (resulting from public collaboration).”

The source recalled that the Terms of Reference (ToR) of IVAS codec Public Collaboration[3] hasn't been agreed in 3GPP so far, however, the precondition of the upper conclusion is that they will be finalized eventually, otherwise it may be a big risk that there would be no IVAS candidate for the IVAS codec selection phase, so it is important to make the public collaboration procedures ready as soon as possible, then all IVAS proponents can have enough time for their considerations whether they are qualified and have interests to participate in the public collaboration, by this manner, the “working assumption” can be possible to come true accordingly.

3 Suggestion
