DVB TM-AVC would like to thank 3GPP for your Liaison Statement regarding alignment on CMAF Media Profiles. 
DVB has several ongoing work topics that may be of particular interest for you:

1. Work Item on “HEVC-based 8K TV”. DVB has created a draft 8K HEVC specification for MPEG-2 TS, ISOBMFF and DASH. As the work item required communication with relevant organizations including MPEG, CTA WAVE, 3GPP, SCTE and ATSC to develop a media profile for 8K HEVC, before completing the work in November 2021, we studied the latest developments in MPEG CMAF to align the operation point with the MPEG CMAF media profiles. Any comments from your side are welcome. 
2. Work Item on “Next Generation Video Codec”. DVB has prepared Commercial Requirements for Next Generation Video Codecs and is currently looking at technical solutions. The three new candidate codecs that have been initially identified as candidates for addition are AV1, AVS3 and VVC. LCEVC is also being considered for inclusion in a subsequent phase of work. Preparatory technical study of new codecs has already been under way for some months. Work to evaluate technical compliance of candidate video codecs with the commercial requirements and to develop draft DVB specifications will begin now, with an initial focus on VVC. The work item includes aspects on interoperability and conformance, referred to as V&V in DVB. Collaboration with 3GPP and other interested parties in global alignment in this area would be most welcome. DVB has made a public statement about this work, please see https://dvb.org/news/dvb-prepares-the-way-for-advanced-4k-and-8k-broadcast-and-broadband-television/. 

We kindly ask you to take the above information into account for your future work and provide feedback as appropriate, as well as to inform DVB of any efforts and meetings related to global adaptive delivery interoperability.

We look forward to a fruitful collaboration on our common objectives regarding global adaptive delivery interoperability.
