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Executive Summary 


The EVS SWG (26 participants, see Annex B) met on 24 January 2022, 14:00 -- 15:00 CET. 
 
The meeting outcome is summarized below: 
· IVAS 
· S4aE220514 finds that the proposed new Rel-18 WIs go beyond the scope of individual SWGs and hence proposes a coordination among the relevant SWGs to make sure that IVAS codec is suited for the architectures being considered and that the architectures being developed are optimal for immersive audio communications. 
· To achieve this goal, the contribution proposes to schedule joint sessions of all relevant SWGs where all SA4 delegates could participate.
· Conclusion was that the group supports opening a dialog among relevant SWGs in SA4 on harmonizing IVAS goals and architectures resulting from proposed new Rel-18 WIs; the group asks SA4 management to schedule joint SWG session(s) where all SA4 delegates can participate.

Presenter: Mr. Milan Jelinek

Discussion: 
· W. Bin: difficult to converge all expectations; when do the sources expect a convergence
· M. Jelinek: the document does not propose to start over or change/affect the current IVAS work plan but proposes to check with other relevant SWGs the new architectures are efficient for immersive audio
· W. Bin: design constraints should be completed soon helping other relevant SWGs to check for match of architecture and IVAS goals; other SWGs may not know the exact goals of IVAS
· M. Jelinek: yes, design constraints should be completed soon; for doing so, understanding goals on the part of proposed Rel-18 Wis is important as they may impact design constraints, among others
· W. Bin: other SWGs can give useful suggestions
· T. Toftgard: important is completing design constraints with taking a look at the proposed new Wis and the intended applications; the contribution opens a dialogue with other SWGs
· W. Bin: yes dialog is important
· S. Bruhn: new Wis that are proposed typically lead to stage-1 and stage-2 requirements, this contribution is about that and see at which point is an alignment useful; a communication is useful and necessary among SWGs and we want to trigger this communication; potentially updating the IVAS WI would make sense in the light of the proposed new Rel-18 Wis
· I. Varga: focusing on the proposal of the contribution, we request SA4 management to schedule relevant joint sessions at the next meeting
· M. Jelinek: essential SWGs are EVS, Video, MTSI, architecture-type of aspect possibly touch MBS SWG as well, so in case of scheduling, all SA4 delegates should have the possibility to participate
· F. Gabin: agrees with Milan, all SA4 delegates should be able to participate
· I. Varga: conclusion is that the group supports opening a dialog among relevant SWGs in SA4 on harmonizing IVAS goals and architectures resulting from proposed new Rel-18 WIs; the group asks SA4 management to schedule joint SWG session(s) where all SA4 delegates can participate
· M. Jelinek: the same contribution was submitted to the WS, any need from EVS SWG?
· F. Gabin: SWG chairmen could make a verbal report at the Rel-18 WS; it will be important to get a proposal asap when the joint sessions should take place – for example, at EVS SWG sessions or a different time
