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Executive Summary 


The Audio SWG (22 participants, see Annex B) met on 14 March 2022, 14:00 -- 16:00 CET. 
 
The meeting outcome is summarized below: 
· IVAS 
· S4aA220001 proposes an update of the IVAS WID to adjust it by taking overall 3GPP Rel-18 goals i.e. new work items into account; broad support was expressed while Xiaomi wished more editing work to reach a perfect wording; to accommodate this request, Dolby made an offer and expects an email from those who are interested to contribute to off-line editing.
· S4aA220002 proposes edits on the IVAS-4 design constraints which were all agreed except for one item on backward compatibility which was left for further discussion.

The Chairman recalled the status of the Funding Agreement:
· The FA is currently under review with the goal to complete it at the next SA4 meeting in April. 
· He requested delegates to inform him in case they have an input to the wording, as soon as possible.

Presenter: Mr. Stefan Bruhn

Discussion: 
· T. Toftgard: list of affected WI and SI should be updated, among others FS_5GSTAR; nature of relationship would benefit from a more detailed description
· S. Bruhn: agree
· W. Bin: companies started developing candidates, new features may imply two phases in this work as an extension; no update over 4 years; for example, 6DOF could be introduced as a new feature but that makes IVAS a moving target, so how do we make sure IVAS could be completed in time 
· S. Bruhn: valid comment, we need a balance between various aspects like features, timeline, among others; it is not black and white, fully agrees that we cannot compromise on certain aspects, we cannot change too much in the objectives and in fact the proposal does not change much, the proposal is balanced and hence reasonable
· M. Jelinek: the contribution does not propose two phases or an extension, it rather updates to reflect what happened in the meantime in terms of 3GPP Rel-18 goals
· S. Döhla: is it correct that this proposal is rather an update to match to new Wis
· S. Bruhn: yes the goal is no extension of scope
· T. Toftgard: new use cases are introduced, how do you see the objectives
· S. Bruhn: many of the requirements imposed by new Rel-18 Wis appear to be compatible to VR 
· T. Toftgard: update is useful
· Huan-yu Su: Tdoc 174 was agreed so on this basis this proposal is an execution / implementation of the agreement in terms of the WID
· W. Bin: yes certain adjustments should be done on the WID, the question is at which time can this be done perfectly
· I. Varga: what is then the right time in your understanding
· W. Bin: up to the group not up to me
· S. Bruhn: our work should go top-down, i.e., defining objectives, developing permanent documents, invite candidates, not the opposite way
· W. Bin: what is if MeCAR (for example) is changing again – do we update again? 
· T. Toftgard: all are Rel-18 WIs so we cannot wait until e.g. MeCAR is completed
· S. Bruhn: no this WID update does not introduce a moving target and it does not change the objectives fundamentally
· M. Jelinek: this proposal actually reflects the reality of having MeCAR in Rel-18 which has to be taken into account; it is not always MTSI that will carry
· S. Ragot: Orange supports this contribution; we could even wait until the May meeting (to reach the June TSG-SA); the last bullet in the Objectives is very important; we give the right message that IVAS is a Rel-18 WI and feature; target completion is Rel-18, concern was this is a moving target, let’s synch the WID with Rel-18 objectives
· S. Bruhn: there is a clear need for making codec available in Rel-18
· L. Laaksonen: agrees with the idea of aligning things and this is now a very convenient time to do it, we need to ensure that IVAS is aligned with 3GPP Rel-18 objectives; yes there could be an implication to Pdocs but that is manageable; supports the update
· M. Szczerba: supports the contribution, wants to become a supporting company
· W. Bin: Xiaomi is not against the update, wishes a careful consideration when to do this; wants to be a supporting company
· I. Varga: the perspective here is that IVAS will be Rel-18 so we draw a line here and include 3GPP WI framework of Rel-18 which we can accommodate, but we don’t update again with Rel-19, Rel-20 etc goals so we have no moving target
· S. Bruhn: offers to include inputs for next version and expects an email from those who are interested to contribute to off-line editing
· M. Jelinek: VoiceAge supports the contribution and thinks the update is urgent
· H. Ehara: no special change is proposed in the objectives, assumption is Xiaomi has no problem with the proposal; Panasonic also wants to become a supporting company
· W. Bin: text has to be evaluated and made perfect
· Conclusion: by taking Stefan’s offer, the target of making the text perfect can be reached, please make use of this offer and contribute to perfect wording in the next version
