· Richard: pink is not relevant for this document

· Thomas: Thank you very much - basis for future work?

· Richard: yes, planned for 120

· Thomas: The process seems to be broken by design, would it not be better to work on the code initially, and the just attach the files

· Richard: yes, quite some efforts to get this done. CT3 and CT4 do it differently, they only have one or two people doing this in one shot. Their problems are even more complex. The dedicated person is responsible for quality control. 

· Thomas: we should make sure that we create a process that is ensuring quality

· Richard: too little time after the last meeting to ensure correct implementation of the CRs into the specs.

· Thomas: we should document the process.

· Gilles: Paper over code or code over paper?

· Richard: follow CT process preferably. Enter the API code early enough. To make the change request correct, early implementation in ETSI forge is important.

· Thomas: we need to draft a separate document that flags a clear request  to SA or PCG to adapt working methodology.

· Richard: agreed - if I find some time I will write this down.

· Richard: Thanks for continuing the discussion. At the bottom, there is a formal error: in the V17.1.0 baseline specification, clause 7.2.2 is duplicated and clause 7.2.3 has been erroneously deleted. We need to report this to MCC.

· Richard: Did we get an LS response from SA3?

· Qi: Yes at 119

· Richard: What did they say? We go with SA3’s solution?

· QI: Yes

· Richard: Seems unfortunate, but we may have to go with their design

· Thomas: Can we stop for a second on the top. This seems to not scale very well.

· Richard: yes indeed

· Thomas: It seems it beats multicast idea as all clients connect back from MBSTF

· Richard: this was one of the concerns

· Thomas: would like to check internally if this is the design idea

· Richard: we even discussed why we would need encrypted traffic at all

· Ed: Group call for mission critical would need it

· Richard: MB-2 is used. But we have 2 procedures defined - legacy that uses User Plan and a new Control Plane.

· Qi: It is broadcast and multicast

· More discussion on the issues wíth the current design

· Thomas: suggests to take some time and ask internally

· Richard: Technical comments

· New reference point - call it MBS-9

· On the diagram, the termination point seems to be wrong: new endpoint should be plumbed into the MBSTF Client specifically rather than the MBS Client in general.
