Question 13 of ITU-T Study Group 12 would like to inform you that draft new Recommendation ITU-T G.1036 (ex G.QoE-AR) “Quality of experience (QoE) influencing factors for augmented reality (AR) services” was consented by the recent ITU-T Study Group 12 meeting, Geneva, 7-17 June 2022. 
The Recommendation lists typical use cases of augmented reality services and identifies key QoE factors. It also suggests a scheme for future work on AR QoE assessment.
