Network Assistance related Data Collection
In TS 26.501 [1] the Data Collection framework for Network Assistance seems not to be as useful as it could be.

As specified in clause 4.7.3.1 of TS 26.501 [1], only invocations of AF-based Network Assistance are logged. The Network Assistance function contains two APIs – bitrate recommendation, and boost request. It would be much more useful to log and report the invocations of each API, and whether, for example, boost requests were granted or not.
Further, the current definition is restricted to AF-based downlink Network Assistance. However, it should be useful to log usage of Network Assistance by both the RAN-based and the AF-based methods if both methods serve the same purpose. It is useful to know its usage during media streaming consumption, whichever Network Assistance method the UE implements.

Proposal
It is proposed to consider:

1. How useful the information obtained using the current definition of Data Collection for (AF-based) Network Assistance, as defined in TS 26.501 [1] clause 4.7.3.1, is for consumers of the data reports?
2. Can the suggestions for making Network Assistance Data Collection more useful be accommodated in the scope of the ongoing 5GMSA_Ph2 work item?
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
