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1. Overall Description:

SA4 thanks SA2 for their LS on N6 PDU Set identification (S4-221244/S2-2209905).
SA2 asked SA4 to investigate option 2 which is to “Define new protocol (e.g., RTP/SRTP) header extensions by taking into account Network Abstraction Layer (NAL) units, RTP Payload type (e.g., H.264/5/6 and VP9/AV1), etc., to identify PDU Sets in DL, including, e.g., PDU set sequence number, PDU Set size in bits, PDU Set length in number of PDUs, PDU sequence number within the PDU set.”. SA2 also asked SA4 to provide “timeline information so that SA2 can decide whether Option 2 can be considered within SA2 Rel-18 normative work (e.g., within Q1/Q2 2023).”

SA4 discussed the requests from SA2 and would like to provide the following answers.

SA4 will work on standardizing a new header extension for the RTP/SRTP protocols to support the PDU Set feature within the Rel-18 timeframe (Q1/Q2 of 2023) as part of the on-going work item on 5G Real-time Transport Protocols (5G_RTP). In developing new header extensions, SA4 will take into consideration the information that SA2 have identified as essential (i.e., what is listed in clause 8.4.2.1 of TR 23.700-60 when FS_XRM concludes) along with other PDU Set information.
