The Audio SWG (23 participants, see Annex B) met on 26 February 2024, 14:00 – 16:45 CET. This SWG meeting is on IVAS.

The meeting outcome is summarized below: 
· IVAS 
· There were contributions submitted for discussion to advance the characterization test plan.
· Contribution S4aA240001 proposed how to do stereo downmix testing; comments included using MUSHRA rather than P.800suppl and separation of mono and stereo testing; next step is to take a look into designing MUSHRA experiment.
· Contribution S4aA240002 presented a proposal on test plan design; table 2 and 3 will be included in IVAS-8b (in square brackets) and discussed further there.
· Contribution S4aA240003 discussed 6DoF scenarios; this is a simple 6DOF scene, so a textual description seems sufficient; 4.3.4 and Annex G.19 will be included into IVAS-8b in square brackets for further evaluation / discussion.

S4aA240001

Presenter: T. Moriya

Discussion: 
· S. Bruhn: interesting test results; including stereo and mono in the same test is a fundamental topic for discussion, concern is that a non-expert may draw wrong conclusions i.e. using a very good mono codec is a good choice; recommend separate tests for mono and stereo
· T. Moriya: thinks that listeners may not be confused because test results are realistic
· S. Bruhn: yes these are realistic results; difficult point is drawing conclusions based on the results only without background
· M. Jelinek: similar concerns
· I. Varga: the proposal leaves it open to split into several experiments, would be splitting mono-stereo into two a way forward
· M. Jelinek: would MUSHRA be worth considering – less concerned with MUSHRA than with DCR in this case
· T. Moriya: MUSHRA could be considered as well
· Conclusion: next step is that T. Moriya will take a look into designing MUSHRA experiment and come back to the group with findings

S4aA240002

Presenter: M. Jelinek 

Discussion: 
· A. Rämö: P.800-5 should be MASA 2 TC, keep P.800-7 and 8 as they are (1 TC)
· M. Multrus: the FhG proposal was 1 TC by intention (no typo) but not against 2 TC
· S. Bruhn: having 3 exps with MASA vs 1 with ambisonics seems unbalanced; have 2 experiments per format
· A. Rämö: identify main formats and see how to allocate exps to achieve a balance
· M. Jelinek: 10 exps for main formats, no combined formats
· T. Toftgard: proposes 3 exps per main format
· M. Jelinek: not quite clear what the group wants so let’s put the table (with P.800) into IVAS-8b and discuss it further there, as a minimum next step now
· M. Jelinek: table 3 (MUSHRA) – put that one also into IVAS-8b
· L. Laaksonen: 19 and 20 have different input formats, somewhat problematic
· Proposal (1) agreed: external LLs will do P.800, (2) agreed, 12000 euro remain – default is refunding to PC companies unless there is an (agreeable) different proposal; (3) and (4) are left for further consideration
· Conclusion: table 2 and 3 will be included in IVAS-8b (in square brackets) and discussed further there

Decision: S4aA240002 is agreed (with inclusion of table 2 and 3 into IVAS-8b in square brackets)

Presenter: T. Toftgard

Discussion: 
· M. Multrus: what is needed to be implemented to run 6DOF
· T. Toftgard: this is a simple 6DOF scene, so a textual description seems sufficient
· S. Bruhn: reference is needed and difficult to get
· M. Szczerba: which setting of room reverb parameters
· T. Toftgard: open; it should be realistic, Ericsson will contribute and also open for other inputs
· M. Multrus: any experiments until now
· T. Toftgard: will do; proposal in square brackets will allow running further evaluation
· Conclusion: 4.3.4 and Annex G.19 will be included into IVAS-8b in square brackets for further evaluation / discussion
