At its recent SA#103 meeting in Maastricht, 3GPP SA have progressed their 6G timeline as part of their workplan and since we understand there is interest in MPEG for topics related to 6G, 3GPP SA would like to share with you our latest 6G timeline below.

In particular, since ISO/IEC JTC1 SC29 WG2 has an Ad Hoc Group on “MPEG and 6G”, we would like to kindly request AG2 to share our 6G timeline with them.

Additionally, we would like to coordinate with you on the matter of meeting planning for the upcoming years. 3GPP SA4 schedule their meetings in advance, based on the Working Group requirements, main regional holidays, 3GPP working procedures, other 3GPP WGs, TSGs, hosts and Organizational Partners, and other standard group meetings. Many of the 3GPP SA4 delegates are also MPEG delegates, and it is a general requirement to avoid overlapping meeting dates between our two groups. We also like to consider geographical impacts. For example, back-to-back face-to-face meetings on two different continents are quite challenging.
SA4 have now planned their meetings (5 per year) for year 2025 and started planning their meetings (5 per year) for year 2026. Based on our requirements, SA4 schedule is defined as follows:
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We understand that MPEG meetings are currently planned as follows (based on SC29/AG02/N0101, from your January 2024 online meeting):
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It can be noted that, depending on the actual dates of your 2026 meetings, there could be overlapping or back-to-back dates for our respective meetings planned for April 2026. In addition, dates and locations are still missing for several MPEG meetings and similar concerns may also be raised for our respective meetings in October 2026 since there has often been MPEG meetings in October in the past.
SA4 would like to suggest that updated calendars are regularly exchanged such that planning can be done carefully to avoid overlaps and back-to-back meeting dates. More specifically, SA4 would kindly ask AG2 to confirm the dates and location of their #154 meeting and invite them to coordinate with us on the dates and location of possible meetings in October 2026.
2. Actions:
To ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC29/AG2 (MPEG Technical coordination).
ACTION: SA4 respectfully asks AG2 to:
1) Share our 6G timeline information with WG2 Ad Hoc Group on “MPEG and 6G”.
2) Inform SA4, via LS, about relevant MPEG calendar updates (SA4 will inform AG2, via LS, about relevant calendar updates).
3) Take into account updated SA4 meeting dates and locations, and plan their MPEG meetings to avoid overlapping and back-to-back meeting dates; (SA4 will continue to take into account MPEG meeting dates and locations when planning meetings).
4) Confirm the dates and location of their #154 meeting and a possible meeting in October 2026.
