· Igor: There are few inaccuracies. One is in MIAF, this MIAF profile should be indicated. And in the yellow part, there is no MIAF Basic Profile. This is HEVC Basic Profile or AVC Basic Profile.
· Frederic: Let’s put it in brackets with TBD.
· Igor: Is the 10 bit profile more appropriate?
· Imed: It should be MIAF HEVC Basic Profile. About 10 bits, we need to check.
· Frederic: Let’s put it as candidate text.
· Igor: About the MIME type, what would be the MIME type for MIAF?
· Frederic: Yes, in the table, we need the subtype for MIAF.
· Igor: But MIAF has not defined anything in IANA. 
· Imed: Isn’t there a HEIF MiME type?
· Igor: yes, we need to check
· Igor: There is a reference on MeMAF that is not complete yet. It would be early to include in this spec
· Frederic: We agreed a way forward during SA4#126 to align with MPEG MeMAF. 
· Igor: Can you put an Editor Note? We should not be optimistic on MPEG processes to have a complete spec soon
· Frederic: [Online edit to add a Editor Note]
· Thomas: My idea is that we will be done with 140, and not 143. This is a Rel-19 topic. For me, this is something that needs a little more thought. I agree with all the concerns
· Frederic: I have a different view. I think the spec will be useful. We can keep the Editor’s Note and see how it goes in MPEG. I think proceeding with an Editor Note is accurate
· Igor: There is a reference to 23000-24. 
· Frederic: There is no reference 23000-24 in our document
· Stephane: In clause 5.5, you only have references for EVS in the text. In clause 2, there are more references
· Frederic: Yeah, we can remove them. References X1-X11 can be deleted
· Stephane: Text has to be consistent whether it is audio and speech or audio/speech.
· Frederic: Yes, I will correct them.
· Stephane: There are embedded references in specs you refer to. Maybe you reference the capabilities directly.
· Stephane: I have reservations for “may” statements for AMR and AMR-WB. As the requirements for encoding are not the same as decoding, we need to discuss more.
· Frederic: The idea was to have the best quality and best efficiency. I don't think we should recommend AMR-WB at this stage.
· Stephane: If we remove the brackets on “may” a Note will be needed indicating the rationale. The specification is not required to ensure backwards compatibility with MMS.
· Frederic: It looks agreeable with the online editing.
