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Dear Paolo, dear 3GPP members,

I would like to give some informal feedback about the progress we made at MPEG on the request 3GPP TSG-SA4 made in document TSGS#09(00)0401R, i.e. the creation of a new conformance point in MPEG-4 Video (“Simple Profile @ Level 0”).

Please note that the text below has not yet been formally approved. This can only be done at the plenary session on Friday 27th. However, the content has been agreed upon the respective working groups. Therefore a change in content is extremely unlikely. The phrasing may be changed though.

I believe that we made a very good progress and I very much hope that MPEG’s proposal satisfies 3GPP’s needs.

The draft text for the liaison statement is inserted below. In addition, I will give some more technical details.

---------------------------------------- DRAFT LIAISON STATEMENT ----------------------------------

MPEG is sympathetic towards 3GPP’s requests, and shares the desire to create an interoperability point that can be used across content for mobile devices and other content types.

MPEG is willing to define such a conformance point, and in doing so to accommodate all the restrictions suggested by 3GPP, including the QCIF form factor, even though this is somewhat in conflict with the MOEG-4 design philosophy. MPEG does however, greatly value the hierarchy between Simple and Advanced Simple, and therefore wants to impose an additional restriction. This restriction does not impact the decoder at all, and in fact decoders will become simpler and cheaper to implement. It implies a modified decision criterion in the encoder, however MPEG is willing to work with you on understanding the implications of this extra restriction.

MPEG intends to call this new conformance point “Simple Profile @ Level n0” and to assign to it the FLC code 0001 0000 in Table G-1 – “FLC table for profile_and_level_indication” in ISO/IEC 14496-2.

---------------------------------------- DRAFT LIAISON STATEMENT ----------------------------------

Here are some words from my side on the technical side of the additional restriction mentioned above:

The restriction basically says that the AC prediction should not be used in cases when QP is variable within a video packet. This avoids the need to perform the division operations in AC prediction. This makes both encoder and decoder less complex. Personally I believe that this restriction has no impact on the coding efficiency and it requires only a very minor change to the encoder.
