The nearest airport, Bristol International Airport, has direct international flights from Amsterdam, Brussels, Dusseldorf & Paris and is situated 25 miles away from Bath.

By Rail - From Bristol International Airport
Bristol International Flyer Coach Service departs from the airport at a quarter to and quarter past the hour for a direct service to Bristol Temple Meads train station and Bristol Central Bus Station.
