Interpretation of the 9.2.5

· The MP4 file used for MMS may or may not have MPEG-4 system architectural elements.

· The MP4 file used for MMS does not use the information in MPEG-4 system architectural elements.

· MPEG-4 system related tracks shall be ignored.
