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1. Introduction

This document proposes the optional usage of the ITU-T V.80 standard for the DTE-DCE interface when a 3G‑324M multimedia terminal is implemented as a separate multimedia application connected to a mobile phone acting as a "modem".

The discussed configuration is shown in Figure 1 below.

This issue was discussed already in joint SMG11 15 / TSG-S4 #10 meeting in Helsinki [1]. At that time a Liaison Statement was sent TSG-T WG2 to request for the support [2].

2. Proposal

In the LS S4-010209 TSG-T WG2 does not see any problem in using the V.80 as an optional implementation option [3]. Therefore, it is proposed that a recommendation to the support for procedures defined in ITU-T Recommendation V.80 is included in TS 26.911 Implementors guide.
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
