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Introduction

This document introduces AMR-WB audio demonstration, which can be used to demonstrate the AMR-WB speech quality and compare it against the narrowband AMR codec. The demo is attached into this document and can be played with any PC with an audio card

Execution platform

This executable runs under Microsoft Windows and is tested to work correctly in the following platforms:

· Windows NT 4.0

· Windows 2000

· Windows 98

Installation

Create new directory to your disk and extract the zip file "AMR-WB_Demo.zip" with the path names stored inside the package. When correctly extracted, there should be Windows executable and this "readme.txt" file in the current directory and one sub-directory called "files".

Short description of the program

Program’s user interface consists of simple screen containing push button and radio buttons to select different options and speech codecs. You can select 4 different samples (2 male, 2 female). The samples are from the NTT speech database, which they kindly permitted us to use in this demonstration. There is also selection of two kinds of background noise conditions and no background noise case available. The codecs which can be selected are AMR 12.2, AMR-WB 12.65, AMR-WB 15.85 and AMR-WB 23.85 kbit/s. You can also compare AMR 12.2 and AMR-WB 12.65 in a very severe GSM GMSK error condition (C/I=7 dB).

Summary

The demonstration is intended to help demonstration of AMR-WB speech quality to the interested parties. The demo is a good and easy way to give an overview of AMR-WB speech quality to people who have not heard AMR-WB codec before.
