Remaining Release 5 work

S4-020261, “TR 26.937 scope and content structure clarification”.  Generated a long discussion about the RTP Usage Model document. The questions raced was (among others): Why are we doing the report? What should it contain? How it should be presented etc. It was decided the report should contain a number of use cases to show that R5 PSS will work with network from different releases. If some use cases show that there is a problem it should be analysed and actions taken to guarantee a functional service.  The discussion continued with a late drafting session. Noted.

S4-020336, “Working draft of PSS RTP usage model - TR 26.937 Release 5 (v0.4.0)”. Contains the result from the drafting session. The new scope section was approved. Further input and comments were invited on the SA4 reflector and for the next meeting.
S4-020262, “Streaming use cases over GERAN”. Was seen, as an important input and something like this should be included in TR 26.937. Noted.

S4-020273, “Use of IP Header compression schemes for PSS”.  Header compression should be included in the use cases to be included in 26.937.  Noted.

S4-020295, “Use Cases for Packet-Based Streaming Service”. Discussion paper. Will be resubmitted as S4-020331. Noted.


6.
New Work Items

S4-020253, “Packet Switched Streaming Quality Metrics”.  Was seen as an important feature for R6. The feature is added to the list of features under consideration for R6.  Noted.

S4-020254, “Additional Media Streaming Options”.  There were some questions around this presentation such as: How to combine this with RTSP? How is error resilience handled for different formats? Etc. The work should also be done inside IETF. It was not clear if it really is needed to transport all media types on RTP. The meeting encouraged Emblaze to input new document with more information to the next meeting. Noted.

S4-020272, “XML Compression Issues for 3GPP Release”. Is covered in the feature list so it was decided that it was necessary to make an explicit bullet of it. Work on this feature might be a part of R6. Noted.

S4-020287, “Features and Time Plan proposal for PSS R6 work”.  Was seen as a good starting point for the WID discussion. The list was edited online, taking comments from the PSM group. The edited version is in S4-020287R. Additionally it was decided that the list of features will be included in the answer to S4-020236  in S4-020293.  Noted

S4-020284, “Proposal for Bit-Rate Selection in PSS”.  There was some discussion. The meeting agreed that a function of this type should be included in R6. The proposal works end to end but a new network to server interface might be included in R6. The two methods (if both are included) must of course be compatible. The proposal will be updated and resubmitted at the next meeting. Noted.

S4-020296, “Plan for Providing Conformance Bit Stream for Timed Text”. Bitstreams for conformance testing will be included in a new TR for R6. This TR should be listed in the new WID. Noted.

7. Any Other Business

S4-020267, “Interoperability issues from IMTC PSS-AG first cycle”. Was discussed and the following decision taken: 

Question 1: Second option was approved, a CR is to be created.

Question 2: First option approved, a CR is to be created.

Question 3: Not needed any more since it is covrer in another CR already.

Question 4: A LS will be send to CN1, CN2, RAN, GERAN with a question about the IP packet size

Question 5: First option approved. A CR is to be created.

The document was noted.
