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1. Background:
SA4 wishes to thank SA1 for its liaison statement on the message formats required for IMS messaging. In the LS, SA1 asks SA4 for its opinion on a text in TS 22.340 for Immediate Messaging and an equivalent sentence for Session based Messaging:

Immediate Messaging shall provide a minimum set of supported formats to ensure full interoperability between different terminals and networks (e.g. JPEG for pictures, AMR for audio, H.263 for video). The minimum set of supported formats shall be common to all IMS messaging types. The minimum set of supported formats should be aligned with formats used in other 3GPP-defined services [5], [6]. ”

2. Comments:
SA4 would like to bring to the attention of SA1 that TS 26.234 will be split into three specifications for Release 6:

3GPP TS 26.234: "Transparent end-to-end packet switched streaming service (PSS); Protocols and codecs";

3GPP TS xy.abc: "Transparent end-to-end packet switched streaming service (PSS); 3GPP file format (3GP)”;

3GPP TS xy.abc: "Transparent end-to-end packet switched streaming service (PSS); Timed text format”.

TS 26.234 will include protocols and formats for PSS, although the definitions of the 3GPP file format and the timed text format will be moved to separate specifications. As soon as new TS numbers have been assigned, these will be communicated to SA1 from SA4.

SA4 has the overall responsibility to standardize multimedia formats, and in order to ensure full interoperability with MMS and PSS, SA4 is willing to co-ordinate the multimedia formats for IMS with those used by MMS and PSS. Note however the following exception: the text format for messaging is handled by T2, although the text format for presentations (SMIL) is the responsibility of SA4.
3. Actions for SA1:

SA4 asks SA1 to update the references for multimedia formats as indicated above, i.e. correct the title of TS 26.234 and add a reference to the 3GPP file format specification (and to the timed text specification if applicable). Note that the final status of the references is due to the assignment of TS number.
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
