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1 Introduction

This document describes the material selection exercise for the low bit rate selection of Audio codec

2 Selection of Material

On the 31st of October, material was received from Nokia, Ericsson, Voice Age, Fraunhofer IIS and Coding Technologies. 

On the same day, the passwords were made available.

France Telecom added also some material.

Other companies decided not to send material due to copyright issues.

Unfortunately, identical items were received from different companies and this reduced the total amount of usable material.

Moreover, some companies sent mainly music items.

The choice has been made by 5 people. The intention was to select items which are representative for the application scenarios and also to follow the generic audio signal categories defined in the test plan.

Another problem appeared concerning the items in categories Speech over music, Speech between music and speech where it was felt necessary to have some items that can be understood by the listeners. Moreover it was also necessary to have more than one language represented in a set.

Taken into account all these requirements, it was only possible to select one set of 24 items (8 Speech items, 8 music items, 4 speech over music items, 4 speech between music items)

The selected items have been correctly cut at the requested length.

One set has been made available to the host labs on Friday, November 7th.

It was afterwards reminded that the training sequences should not be reused for the test.

Another 4 items (1 music, 1speech, 1speech over music, 1 speech between music) was made available for the host labs on Monday, November 17th.

A second call for material was issued and new material was received on the 20th of November.

Taking into account the new received material and the left over from the first selection, it was possible to retain 16 new music items, 16 speech over music items, 8 speech items and 6 speech between music items.

The total amount of selected material was then 24 music items, 24 speech over music items, 16 speech items and 10 speech between music items.

16 sets of material have been constituted, among them 2 were completely different and others are only partly different.

3 Conclusion

8 sets have been made available to host labs on November 21st, composition of subsets A and B for each set have been indicated to host labs on November 25th.
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
