Liaison Regarding Gzip Extensions and SVG Tiny 1.2
Dear 3GPP SA4 Group,

we thank you for your liaison request regarding document S4-030781 from meeting SA4 #29 relative to extending gzip in order to provide enhanced progressive downloading support to SVG Tiny.

Having carefully studied this document, the SVG WG has however reached the conclusion that this extension is not necessary. It is our belief that the requirements for progressive downloading are addressed by SVG 1.2[1] and its Mobile profiles[2]. More specifically, the <pageSet> feature that introduces scoping of content and the new ability to control independent timelines so as to start playing animations before the entirety of the document has become available were added precisely to address these requirements. These enhancements have been devised by member of the Working Group that represent a wide sample of the Mobile industry.

In addition to that, the SVG WG has identified several technical issues with the gzip extensions proposal which we would be happy to detail should you wish to consider them.

We have been informed that your target release date for Release 6 was March 2004. We will have reached Last Call Working Draft stage with the SVG 1.2 specifications at this point and will thus be at a level of maturity sufficient for inclusion in other standards. We would be highly interested in knowing if you are still targeting that release date, and would be delighted to help with the inclusion of SVG 1.2 into Release 6.

On a related subject, we have also been producing a small-footprint version of the SVG DOM as part of SVG 1.2, in order to enable highly interactive content on mobile devices. We would be particularly interested in feedback in this area.
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
