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Introduction

At SA4 #27 meeting in Munich the contribution S4-030479 by Nokia, Vodafone and Ericsson has been discussed. This contribution expressed the need for allowing higher bit rates than 64kbps for video services in order to be able to provide a sufficient quality even for the distribution of action-rich content (e.g. sport).

There was a consensus in SA4 to agree that allowing 128kbps video services was really necessary. The appropriate liaison statements were sent to ITU-T and MPEG in order to ask them if it would be possible to define new levels in respectively H263, MPEG4 AVC and MPEG4 video that would fit our need.

Both ITU-T and MPEG answered positively to our request and took the actions to define such new levels.

The standardization process is achieved now, and levels 15 for H263, 1b for MPEG-4 AVC and 0b for MPEG-4 video are available.

Proposal

We propose to support these 3 new levels in PSS and MSS Release-6.
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
