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1. Introduction

During SA#24, SA appointed SA4 with a specific preparation task relating to the audio codec selection for Rel-6.

As part of this task, SA4 is requested to provide use cases foreseen for each candidate codecs based on their respective characteristics.

This document gives the view of Bouygues Telecom with regards to the usage of the enhanced aacPlus audio codec (MPEG4 HE AAC Profile level 2 + Parametric stereo).

2. Proposed use cases for the enhanced aacPlus audio codec

The AAC audio codec has demonstrated excellent capabilities in terms of bandwidth savings and quality compared to its predecessors. These capabilities enable the deployment of music download services over the internet.

The evolutions of this audio codec, aacPlus and now the "enhanced aacPlus" allow more gains on the bitrates. These enhanced capabilities enable the deployment of music download and streaming services over wireless networks.

The strengths brought by enhanced aacPlus over its predecessors and other codecs are reflected in the selection test results (Tdoc SP-040072). 

Here are suggested use cases that we feel are of key importance for this codec:

· Music download/Streaming

· Music video download/Streaming

· For the 2 above use cases, the content is mainly high quality music and bitrates foreseen are from 24kbps to 64kbps, stereo.

· Advertisement

· Live shows

· Movie trailers

· For the 3 above use cases, the content is mainly mixed content: speech between and over sound effects and music. The bitrates foreseen are from 18kbps (mono), 24 kbps (stereo) to 64kbps stereo.

This list should not be considered limitative and we would be happy to consider more useful use cases.

3. Proposal

Bouygues Telecom kindly asks SA4 to consider the above use cases for the CR that SA4 will prepare for the next SA plenary meeting (SA#25).
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
