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ITU-T Q.1/16, responsible for maintenance of ITU-T Rec. H.324, requests your input on an issue relating to H.324/M call startup time.

Please find attached two contributions from our 1-3 September 2004 meeting in San Jose, California.  These contributions propose the addition of a Windowed NSRP (WNSRP) mode in Annex A of H.324.

The intent of these contributions is to reduce the H.324 call startup time required by the NSRP mode used in H.324 Annex C (H.324/M). They observe that because NSRP is not a windowed protocol, time is consumed during call startup waiting for NSRP acknowledgements.  This delay could be reduced by using a windowed protocol.

In discussion at our meeting, two key points emerged:

1. Rec. H.324 already supports an optional windowed protocol to replace NSRP.  This is LAPM/V.42, as referenced in 6.5.4/H.324, 6.8.1.2/H.324, and Annex A/H.324.

2. Use of LAPM/V.42 can be initiated only after at least the H.245 TerminalCapabilitySet message has been exchanged.  This typically-large message may require multiple round trips to convey, especially in H.324/M.  In contrast, the proposed WNSRP mode could be used immediately upon connection.

Given this background, we seek your input as to how best to improve call startup time in H.324/M.  The main options we see are:

a) Accept the proposed WNSRP mode, as it can be used immediately upon connection..

b) Promote the implementation of LAPM/V.42 as currently specified in H.324.

c) Some other solution, such as creation of a method to permit use of LAPM/V.42 or another existing standardized windowed protocol, immediately upon connection.

We seek your views on these choices, and hope to make a decision regarding the way forward based on your and other inputs at our next meeting, which begins 16 November 2004.
