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1 Introduction

3GPP SA4 would like to thank MPEG for your most helpful liaison on LASeR and FLUTE.

We have finalized the DIMS technical requirements and issued a request for information for technologies answering these requirements. You will find below comments to LASER and FLUTE respectively.
2 LASER 

3GPP SA4 thanks MPEG for the information on the LASER specification.. 

Your questions were:

a) The work you have under way that is relevant to LASeR (such as DIMS), its anticipated deliverables and schedule; 

As described in our previous liaison, 3GPP SA4 is continuing the specification for the work item called Dynamic and Interactive Multimedia Scene (DIMS) with the aim of developing a specification of a media type to satisfy the market needs of rich-media interactive mobile services. Our intention is to finish this work item for Release 7, which currently has an end-date of December 2006.

b) Comments on the attached LASeR specification and to the on-going amendment of LASeR.

The alignment with the upcoming release of SVG Tiny 1.2, and the specification of uDOM interfaces  are welcomed by 3GPP SA4  and the work on improving the handling of media streams in particular in cases where only one decoder is available or for broadcast scenarios was noted  . 3GPP SA4 would wishes to be kept informed on the progress on this on-going activity with your usual excellent liaison communications.

Additionally, SA4 would welcome MPEG to consider means to evaluate scene complexity.
In relation to the SA4 work item on DIMS, we would like to inform you that SA4 has issued a Request for Information on DIMS which also includes the technical requirements for DIMS. See attachments.

3 FLUTE 

Thank you for the information on the hinting of ISO base media file format container files for transmission over FLUTE.  As you are aware, FLUTE is used in the MBMS service in 3GPP.  As you say, hinting provides a way to optimize or pre-compute aspects of the transmission for the servers.  Since this does not currently coincide with a standard interface in our specifications, we do not need to synchronize the availability of such a hint specification with our releases; however, we might like to reference the availability of this technique in Release 7, for which an available reference by the end of 2006 should suffice.

Your questions were:

a)
Is this work of potential interest to you and would you like to see it done?

Yes;  although this is not a specification issue for us, members of the group have indicated that they find the technique interesting.
b)
If it is done, we feel it should be defined in Part 12 as it is of general utility, and therefore would be an MPEG work item, but you may have other suggestions as to where it should be performed.

SA4 is happy to have this work performed in ISO/IEC SC29/WG11 (MPEG), and wishes to be kept informed with your usual excellent liaison communications. 

c)
Do you have comments on the proposal under consideration?

We reviewed the contribution briefly, but do not have any detailed comments as yet.  However, it was not clear to at least some members what fields and structures could be pre-computed in the hints, and what might be, or would have to be, computed or inserted dynamically by the server.  In addition, it might help to show some examples and walk-throughs of the processing at various stages (content preparation, hinting, serving, etc.).  

d)
Do you have comments on the possible time-schedule for the work?
We think that an available reference towards the end of 2006 should suffice, which is inline with Release-7 timeframe .

With respect to LASeR, SA4 would welcome MPEG to consider means to evaluate scene complexity.
