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ITU-T Working Party 2/16 thanks 3GPP SA4 and IMTC for their support in the development of H.324 Annex K (“Media Oriented Negotiation Acceleration Procedure”) and in particular for their recent LSs. 
WP 2/16 is glad to inform 3GPP SA, 3GPP SA4 and IMTC that we agreed at our meeting on 13 June 2006 to the start of the approval process (AAP Consent) of H.324 Amendment 1, entitled “New Annex K ‘Media Oriented Negotiation Acceleration Procedure’ and associated changes to Annex J”. The first round of ballot consultation (“AAP Last Call” in our terminology) has started 16 June 2006 and it will close four weeks after that. Final approval of the text will depend on the comments received during the AAP LC and of their nature. 
The meeting reviewed with interest the information in the LS from 3GPP SA4 (Ref: COM16-D.340 / 3GPP Tdoc S4-060350), and expressed general support to the principle of supporting channel configuration for H.263 as recommended by 3GPP SA4. However, this would need to be materialized via a LC Comment submitted by ITU-T members.
We look forward to continued collaboration with 3GPP SA, 3GPP SA4 and IMTC.
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
