Introduction

This document contains a report of the main decisions with regard to SA4 matters at TSG-SA#34 (held on 4-7 December, 2006, in Budapest, Hungary). Annex A lists the documents on SA4 matters and their status (noted, approved, revised, rejected, or postponed).

Summary

All the CRs from SA4 were approved. The new WID (Study Item) on “Transferring of emergency call data - in-band modem solution” was revised during the meeting and the revised version was then approved. 
SA#34 granted to SA4#42 (on SA4 request) the power of approving the Test Plan for the AMR-NB/AMR-WB Conversation Test in UMTS over HSDPA/EUL, and contracting the Testing and Global Analysis Laboratories to perform the experiments and analyse results.

Outcome in SA4 matters
3.1
SA4 report  
The SA4 status report was presented by SA4 Chairman. The report is attached for information (Tdoc SP-060841). 
The SA Chairman acknowledged the good progress SA4 had obtained in DIMS. On Characterisation of Adaptive Jitter Management Performance for VoIP Services, where funding to carry out the testing is still an open issue, SA Chairman invited SA4 to quantify the funding needed and report it at SA#35 meeting in order to inform PCG about the need.
There were no other comments and no questions. 

Tdoc SP-060841 “TSG S4 Status Report at TSG-SA#34” was noted.

Change Requests 
· All CRs in Tdoc SP-060846, CRs to TS 26.173 on "Correction to bug in ITU-T bitstream format in the presence of frame erasures" (Release 5 and Release 6), were approved.  
· All CRs in Tdoc SP-060848, CRs to TS 26.346 on "Corrections and clarification to specification for MBMS" (Release 6 and Release 7), were approved. On CRs 0064 and 065 it was commented that the list of clauses affected on the cover page is not complete, but this did not prevent their approval.
· All CRs in Tdoc SP-060847, CRs to TS 26.234 on "Correction of Media Type to enable IANA registration and correction of references" (Release 6 and Release 7), were approved.
· All CRs in Tdoc SP-060849, CRs to TS 26.410 & TS 411 on "Correction to C-code: Correct the maximum possible SBR payload size" (Release 7), were approved.

3.3 
New specifications
Two draft TSs and one draft TR were presented form information:

· Tdoc SP-060842, 3GPP TS 26.114 “IMS Multimedia Telephony (MTSI) - media handling and interaction” Version 1.0.0 (Release 7), was presented for information. Mr. Andrew Allen (RIM) noted that definition of formats [for sharing video/picture/audio clips and files] was mentioned during the SA4 report, but was not listed among the outstanding issues in the presentation form of TS 26.114 v. 1.0.0.The SA4 Chairman explained that a LS was received from CT1 [on the definition of formats for sharing video/picture/audio clips and files], but there was not enough time to discuss the matter at last SA4 meeting. SA4 intends to specify media types, codecs and formats (including file format) for all MTSI services including non-conversational services, but these aspects should neither be contentious nor outstanding in SA4, and therefore they were not listed as Outstanding Issues for Tdoc SP-060842.  The document was noted.
· Tdoc SP-060843, 3GPP TS 26.142 “Dynamic and Interactive Multimedia Scenes (DIMS)” Version 1.0.0 (Release 7), was presented for information. There were no questions or comments. The document was noted.
· Tdoc SP-060844, 3GPP TR 26.944 “End-2-End Multimedia Services Performance Metrics (E2EMSPM)” Version 1.0.0 (Release 7), was presented for information. There were no questions or comments. The document was noted.
3.4 
New WID
3.4.1 
Related LSs 
Discussion on Tdoc SP-060845 “New Study Item on Transferring of emergency call data - in-band modem solution” from SA4 was preceded by the presentation of two related LSs: i) SP-060854 “Reply LS on eCall Data Transfer Requirements” from SA1 and ii)  SP-060850 “LS response to S4-060510: LS on eCall Data Transfer Requirements” from ETSI MSG.
On Tdoc SP-060854 Mr. Hannu Pirilä (Nokia) commented that it contained more "guidelines" rather than actual "requirements" for SA4 consideration. On Tdoc SP-060850 Mr. Nigel Barnes (Motorola) asked to clarify the meaning of ME as the LS contained the unclear (according to 3GPP definitions) text "the In-vehicle System (IVS) part of the ME". Mr. Mikko Kanerva (Nokia) asked to clarify where the "maximum of 4-seconds from sending the MSD from the IVS" was coming from, but a clear answer could not be provided. It was highlighted by Mr. Rhys Robinson (Airbiquity) that it is just a guideline anyway. About the ME question, Mr. Kevin Holley (O2) clarified the definition of ME (in 3GPP).

Tdocs SP-060850 and SP-060854 were then noted.

Related eCall CR to TS 22.101 from SA1 on “Requirements for the addition of a data component to TS12 emergency calls and eCall MSD (data) transfer requirements” in Tdoc SP-060777 was approved earlier in the meeting.
3.4.2  
New Study Item on “Transferring of emergency call data - in-band modem solution”  
Tdoc SP-060845 “New Study Item on Transferring of emergency call data - in-band modem solution” was then discussed. 
It was commented by the SA4 Chairman that the service requirements set by SA1 and further clarified in the two LSs leave quite a lot of freedom to SA4 to select an in-band modem solution since, first, many of them are only guidelines and, second, for many aspects on which SA4 asked clarifications there are no requirements. In particular he felt that excluding a particular in-band modem solution because it was not meeting the requirements may be difficult. 

Mr. Yukitsuna Furuya (NEC) remarked that this request about providing a Transferring of emergency call data – in-band modem solution came from a regional Organization (EU) and should not bind other regions, nor affect the global circulation of terminals. This was agreed.
Mr. Hannu Pirila (Nokia) asked to confirm that the work done in SA4 would preferably select a solution already belonging to the set of 3GPP specifications; if no existing 3GPP in-band solutions can be identified, then consideration will be given to the specification of an alternative in-band solution for eCall (to be reflected in the revised WID).

Mr. John Meredith asked to clarify the allocation of this eCall Stydy Item in the 3GPP, i.e. specifically whether it would be belonging to Rel-7 or Rel-8. Since the Study Item on the same subject under SA1 responsibility was already completed for Rel-7, the SA1 Chairman felt that eventually it should belong to the Rel-8 parent feature under SA1 responsibility.

Mr. Mikko Kanerva (Nokia) pointed out that Tdoc SP-060845 contained a contradiction, since Study Items are usually considered as independent features, while this Study Item contained the proposal to be a BB (to be corrected in the revised WID). 

Tdoc SP-060845 was revised into Tdoc SP-060928. Tdoc SP-060928 was further revised into Tdoc SP-060935. Tdoc SP-060935 “SI on Transferring of emergency call data – in-band modem solution” was approved (granted an exception to be aimed for Rel-7).
3.5
Test Plan for Performance Characterization of VoIMS over HSDPA\EUL Channels 
Action from on slide presentation (Tdoc SP-060841 TSG SA4 Status Report at TSG-SA#34, on slide 38):

Performance Characterization of VoIMS over HSDPA\EUL Channels (Slide 29): 
· To start the testing as soon as possible, TSG-SA#34 is requested to confer to SA4#42 the power of: 

1) approving the Test Plan for the AMR-NB/AMR-WB Conversation Test in UMTS over HSDPA/EUL, and 

2) contracting the Testing and Global Analysis Laboratories to perform the experiments and analyse results. 
These were granted by SA#34 Plenary and a sentence will be put in the SA#34-report to this regard.

Other issues of interest to SA4
4.1 
SAE & LTE  (System Architecture Evolution & Long Term Evolution) 
SAE LTE workplan was updated during SA#34 and Tdoc SP-060937 contains the latest version (endorsed by SA#34).
Tdoc SP-060770, CR 22.246 on “Requirements for LTE MBMS Television Service” (Rel-8) from SA1, was approved. Some debate took place on if it is premature to set a requirement for switching between channels (1 second). It was noted that there is an ongoing dialogue between TSG-RAN and SA1 and SA4 WGs and the outcome may still impact the requirements.

Rel-7 schedule
SA#34 decision is that the Rel-7 Freeze Date of March 2007 is confirmed.
At SA#35, SA WGs should bring a list of exceptions for the items not completed at that time (using the form provided in Tdoc SP-060939).
