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1. Comments
SA4 wishes to thank ISMA for providing the latest draft of your document “Fast Channel Switching in RTP”.

After reviewing your document we felt it was important to share that SA4’s focus is on fast content switching in general, with live stream switching being just one important use case we wish to address.  This means we are also accounting for use cases involving switching between on-demand streams served from the same site and even switching subsets of media streams.
It is also important to note that we have slightly divergent views on the dominant cause of delay in content switching.   In wireless networks, RTSP negotiation time can actually exceed many of the other factors you have identified (including RAP acquisition and buffering).  For this reason SA4 has chosen to address reduction of RTSP roundtrips as our first change to PSS for Release 7.
Enclosed for your information is an early draft of a change request we will be introducing to 26.234 which optimizes RTSP negotiation for both the first content request to a site (initial startup) and subsequent requests to new content from the same site (switches).  
We will take under advisement your recommendations for reducing other factors of delay for future changes to PSS, and encourage ISMA to continue send updates as they become available.
