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1. Overall Description:

SA WG4 (SA4) would like to thank S1 for the recent response LS on eCall Data Transfer Requirements but would like to ask for further clarification on the following two requirements:
1. “It shall be possible for the PSAP to acknowledge receipt of the data.”
- What is the SA1 assumption of content and format of acknowledgement receipt? 

Is it assumed to be (a) human operator, (b) automatic acknowledgement of receipt of data, (c) acknowledgement of data received without errors, or (d) some combination of the above?

2. “The MSD should typically be made available to the PSAP within 4 seconds of being sent to the network.”
- Does this 4 seconds include the time required for the in-band modem to fully transmit the data including any error protection scheme, e.g,. FEC or CRC?
Depending on the answers from SA1 to the above questions, SA4 will be able to determine the suitability of CTM [TS 26.226] to satisfy the eCall requirements (as specified in TS 22.101). In the event that CTM does not satisfy the eCall requirements, then SA4 will consider specifying another In-band Modem data transfer solution.
