Discussion on whether the BMSC should retain the ability to create KS_NAF keys. What happens when the IMS subscription expires? How does a BMSC manage keys if it is asked to assign keys for IMS and non-IMS terminals?

In TISPAN there is no mandated UICC for security procedures. Given that we have a UICC, should we not use it more? Plus, the TISPAN white list approach does not apply in the 3GPP case. Look at requirements and how the different solutions address them.

There was a discussion on how to manage session stateful awareness at the PSS Adapter. Decided to add a paragraph to the start of the PSS Adapter section and remove statement of SessionID session awareness. Open issues: how is DESCRIBE formed?; if DESCRIBE is used, how is SETUP formed?; how is Media URI constructed? Added in an editor's note.

Security Discussion:

Differences between the two proposals:

Ericsson proposal places the NAF in the IMS. One entity that creates key for PSS and MBMS services. IMS and non-IMS entities share the same keys generated by the GBA. Need procedure for BMSC to fetch new key from BSF when KS_NAF has been changed.

Huawei proposal places the NAF in the PSS server & BMSC. Generates keys for individual services with TBD communication between areas. Reuses existing BMSC.KF and Membership function. Need to maintain consistent identifier for the user.
