Opening of the meeting: Monday January 26th, 2009, at 9:00 hours
The SA4 Chairman, Kari Järvinen

Mr. Bernard Flury-Hérard, on behalf of the French Ministère de l'Environnement, de l'énergie, du Développement Durable et de l'Aménagement du Territoire (Ministry for Environment, Energy, Sustainable Development and Country Planning ), illustrated the meeting facilities and wished TSG SA WG4 a successful meeting. The Secretary was Paolo Usai (ETSI MCC), who was also the Chairman of the Speech Quality (SQ) SWG meeting. Mr. David Furbeck was appointed as Chairman of the eCall SWG meeting. Mr. Edward Hall was the Chairman of the Multicast-Broadcast-Streaming (MBS) SWG meeting. The SA4 Chairman, Mr. Kari Järvinen was also the Chairman of the Multimedia Telephony Service for IMS (MTSI) SWG meeting. The SWG Enhanced Voice Service (EVS) for Evolved Packet System was chaired by Mr. Stefan Bruhn.

c. It was felt that the best way for OMA DM to learn of 3GPP specific requirements would be for 3GPP member companies to send delegates to OMA DM.

d. For backwards compatibility towards existing implementations it is important for 3GPP to keep the new generations of OMA DM backwards compatible with OMA DM 1.2.

3GPP TSG SA asked OMA DM group to take note of the provided information.

Comments / Questions : backward compatibility aspects were asked to be considered by OMA DM.
Conclusion : the LS was noted at the SA4#52 opening Plenary.

CT1 studied the issue of documentation of hosted NAT traversal for media aspects and decided to extend the scope of TS.24.229 to include media-related requirements for the NAT traversal mechanisms defined in this specification. See the attached document (C1-085430) that was agreed during CT1-56.
Comments / Questions : none.

SDP parameters for AMR codec
11 (RAN5)
The SA4 Chairman, Mr. Kari Järvinen presented TD S4-090011 LS on SDP parameters for AMR codec, from TSG RAN WG5.

According to the work plan for Rel-7 Multimedia Telephony Services for IMS, RAN5 is currently introducing conformance test cases in which AMR codec is used. 

RFC 4867 defines a number of new SDP payload format parameters for AMR codec. The message examples of TS 26.114 related to AMR codec are systematically using two of them: mode-change-capability and max-red.

RAN5 kindly asks SA4 to clarify if those parameters (mode-change-capability and max-red) are mandatory (shall be included) or optional (may be omitted) within SDP offer-answer exchanges aiming at usage of AMR codec for IMS Multimedia Telephony communication:

a) When sending an SDP offer within which AMR codec is offered for the session; and

b) When sending an SDP answer within which AMR codec is accepted for the session. 
Comments / Questions : proposed CRs in Tdocs 31 and 32 were allocated to the MTSI SWG.

Conclusion : this LS was forwarded to the MTSI SWG at the SA4#52 opening Plenary. A reply was provided in TD S4-090068 -> TD S4-090165 (see A. I. 11 and related CRs in TD S4-090107 and TD S4-090108 under A.I. 12.3).
Enhanced Voice Codecs for the EPS
12 (SA1)
The SA4 Chairman, Mr. Kari Järvinen presented TD S4-090012 LS on Enhanced Voice Codecs for the Evolved Packet System (EPS), from TSG SA WG1.

During SA1#43 meeting, SA1 reviewed the modifications made by SA4 with the following feedback:

1) There is no consensus in SA1 to confirm the addition of the new paragraph in the “Scope” section that addresses Release 9 services.
2) SA1 would like SA4 to confirm that narrowband VoIP service is part of MTSI and will continue to be so in release 9.  Please do so through clarification in the TR and inform SA1 accordingly.

3) SA1 requests that SA4 clarify in the TR whether MTSI in Rel. 9 will continue to allow the use of codecs and/or media types other than those mentioned in Figure 1.

Other than the requests for clarification above, SA1 confirms the modifications made by SA4.

SA1 was also able to finalize their portion of the TR which is attached. The updates include moving Section 5, “Use Cases” to Annex A (reasons given in the first paragraph of the Annex A) and minor updates to the “System and Services” section of the TR.

SA1 kindly asked SA4 to finalize their portion of the work “Study of enhanced voice service requirements for the Evolved Packet System (EPS) (Release 9)” using the attached version of the TR that represents the final output from the SA1 EVS subworking group. 

Please address the above questions and concerns and provide feedback.
Comments / Questions : none.

Conclusion : the LS was forwarded to the EVS SWG at the SA4#52 opening Plenary. Then it was POSTPONED until next TSG SA4#53 meeting.
Key management for 3GP SRTP recording profile
13 (SA3)

The SA4 Chairman, Mr. Kari Järvinen presented TD S4-090013 LS Reply LS on “Key management for 3GP SRTP recording profile”, from TSG SA WG3.
SA3 has reviewed the solution that was attached to the LS from SA4 and SA3 has the following feedback .

As was described in the solution, a conforming 3GP player needs to have access to required MBMS Service Keys (MSKs) or be able to obtain these using the methods specified in MBMS security TS 33.246. 

In MBMS MSKs will be stored on UICC if an MBMS capable UICC is present in the UE, otherwise the MSKs are stored on the ME. It was not fully clear to SA3 if MBMS capable UICC is sufficient for this case or if an OMA BCAST capable UICC is required since the SRTP stream and MTKs are stored in OMA BCAST compatible way in the ME. However, it is the understanding of SA3 that MBMS capable UICC is sufficient as there should be no OMA BCAST specific issues in the storing of MSKs on the UICC. SA4 is requested to give feedback if they have a different understanding of the needed UICC. 

It would seem natural that the UE stores the MSKs at the same time when the SRTP stream and MTKs are stored or even before if the MSKs are received before the SRTP stream and MTKs are received, so that MSKs would be available when the user wants to enjoy the stored content (probably also in cases when there is no network connectivity). If the MSKs are stored on UICC and the user stores more media for later use, it may be possible that the storage limitations of the UICC for MSKs are met. In this case some MSKs for stored or other MBMS services in the UICC might be deleted. Should this be the case the UE needs to fetch the needed MSKs from the BM-SC. However, it may happen that the “online broadcasting” of the MBMS streaming session has ended when the UE tries to fetch the MSKs. Therefore the BM-SC needs to make the corresponding MSKs available also some time after the MBMS streaming session. SA3 TS 33.246 does not put restrictions of how long after the "online broadcasting" MSKs can still be fetched.

Actions:

· SA3 would kindly ask SA4 to take the information above into account.

· SA3 would kindly ask SA4 to give feedback if they believe that MBMS capable UICC would not be sufficient for this case.

Comments / Questions : OMA BCAST was still investigating some related aspects.
