Travel from the airport to Stockholm:

From Arlanda airport (ARN), which is situated 40km north of Stockholm, you have some options:

1. Taxi to Stockholm city costs approximately 495 SEK (fixed price). It’s slightly cheaper to Kista.  Agree on the price beforehand!
2. Train non-stop to Stockholm City (Central Station) takes 20 minutes and costs 220 SEK. The train is called “Arlanda Express”. http://www.arlandaexpress.com
3. Bus to Stockholm City takes 40 minutes and costs 99 SEK. The bus is called “Flygbuss” (“Airport Coach”) and stops several times before the final stop at Cityterminalen (bus terminal connected to the railway station, Central Station). http://www.flygbussarna.se/Default.aspx?lang=EN
Travel between Stockholm and Kista:

1. Taxi costs around 250 SEK and takes 15 minutes.

2. Subway (tunnelbana) is easy and frequent. It takes 20 minutes from Stockholm to Kista. Subway stations are marked with a “T”. Take the blue line towards Akalla, get off at Kista. Then pass the mall and walk to the meeting venue (a few minutes).  (Zoom out on the above map and look for “Kista Station”)  
3. Train (tåg) is quick and usually takes 10 minutes from the Central Station to Helenelund. Train stations are marked with a “J”. Take the train towards Märsta or Upplands Väsby, get off at Helenelund. Then walk 10-15 minutes to the meeting venue.  (Zoom out on the above map and look for “Helenelunds Station”)  

Note. the subway line between Kista and Stockholm will partly shut during the meeting week. If you stay in the city you will have to catch a bus to/from the central station to "Rådhuset" instead of the subway.

The construction affects only the Blue line, which will be closed between Kungsträdgården and Rådhuset. In case some of you don't know the Stockholm metro system by heart, here is a link to a map: http://www.sl.se/Upload/eng_text/uploads/vTub_karta.pdf
Prices for local transport:

Two coupons are needed for one trip on subways, trains and buses (but not to/from the airport) and cost 20 SEK each.  There are also day passes, see http://www.sl.se/english/
