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We are pleased to inform you that we continue to make progress on our exploration of MPEG Media Transport (MMT). At the recent MPEG meeting we held an open workshop on MMT successfully, and the presentation materials will be available through the MPEG home page for your information (http://www.chiariglione.org/mpeg/hot_news.htm).

In addition, MPEG has made substantial progress on defining scope of this project and the requirements on the standard as attached. MPEG is planning to issue a call for proposals at the next meeting in April 2010.
As part of the MMT work, it is possible we will consider HTTP-based streaming using MP4 files. We are aware that a number of organizations may also be considering this area; if you are planning to work on such a standard, we would like to encourage you to communicate your requirements, usages, and any improvements you would like, in the MP4 file format, back to MPEG, so that we may maintain a coherent central definition of this important industry format.
