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1. Background

In Release 10, Explore Forced Play Out is identified as a new feature for IMS based PSS&MBMS user service. This is a useful feature for many scenarios including ad insertion. This contribution proposes the use cases and requirements related to this feature.

2. Use cases

“Explore Forced Play Out” is a feature that allows the network or the UE to limit play out operations during the consumption of content according to the Forced Play Out policy of the Content Provider or Service Provider.  

There are two ways to execute the Forced Play Out control:

By the UE: The Forced Play Out control policy is transmitted from the SCF to the UE and the UE executes the forced play out control based upon the received policy.

By the Network: The Forced Play Out control policy is transmitted from the SCF to the PSS adapter. When the UE attempts trick play functions, the PSS adapter executes the forced play out control based upon the received policy.

3. Requirements

· The SCF shall support sending forced play out control policy to both UE and PSS adapter;

· The terminal shall support execution of forced play out control policy. 
· The PSS adapter shall support execution of forced play out control policy.
4. Proposals

We propose the group to accept the above use case and requirement as working assumption and design proper solution based on that.
