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1.  Summary
This document provides Panasonic’s view on the EVS standardization schedule. Panasonic believes that 1) it is quite important to include EVS into the Release-11; 2) a minimum set of specifications including not only EVS codec but also RTP payload format etc. have to be standardized. Those are necessary for implementing an end-to-end voice communication system. 
2. Discussion
Looking at the progress of the discussion on EVS permanent documents, Performance Requirements (EVS-3) and Design Constraints (EVS-4), the current schedule of EVS development [1] seems to be unrealistic. On the other hand, it should be mandatory to include EVS specifications into the Release-11 from a viewpoint of timing to the market. 
On discussion about updating the schedule, Panasonic would strongly request to consider a couple of aspects given below.
1) EVS specifications must be standardized as parts of Release-11. 

2) EVS specifications include not only codec specification but also frame structure like RTP payload format. All these specifications must be complete before Release-11 Stage3.
