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1. Overall Description:

SA4 thanks CT3 for their LS C3-111040, in which CT3 asked SA4 to “add examples how to set GBR and MBR for the mandatory Rel-10 video codec H.264 level 1.2., recommended level 3, and other possible most commonly used codec levels to Annex E of TS 26.114”. SA4 agreed S4-110795, which adds examples for the mandatory video codec H.264 AVC level 1.2. SA4 intends to add similar examples for the optional video codec H.264 AVC level 3 at the next meeting.
CT3 also asked SA4 to “clarify in TS 26.114 that if MTSI terminals set the b=AS values and/or b=TIAS values, they shall set them without reductions due to statistical effects”. SA4 agrees with this principle and expects to agree related CRs at this and the next meetings.

Following recommendations in the IETFAMR/AMR-WB payload format for the negotiation of the mode-set, TS 26.114 defines that the MTSI client in terminal shall not define any mode-set in the SDP offer. This is to maximize the interoperability.
There have been proposals to set b=AS in the offer to a value corresponding to a lower AMR or AMR-WB mode than the highest mode, thus requesting the peer to use only modes up to the mode corresponding to the b=AS value.
For the SDP answer, SA4 agreed that if an MTSI-client includes mode-set parameter for AMR or AMR-WB in the SDP answer, the MTSI-client shall set the b=AS parameter in the SDP answer to a value matching the mode-set. If an MTSI-client does not include mode-set parameter in the SDP answer, the MTSI-client shall set the b=AS parameter in the SDP answer to a value matching the highest AMR/AMR-WB mode. CT3 has informed SA4 that “PCC expects that b=TIAS, b=AS and codec parameters are all set to corresponding values (for the parameters that are supplied).”
2. Questions:
SA4 would like to ask CT3 the following related questions:

1. Do TrFO signalling interworking procedures to CS networks within the MGCF in TS 29.163 take the b=AS parameter into account?

2. Do PCC procedures to derive the GBR and MBR from codec parameters (such as the mode-set) also consider the b=AS bandwidth?

3. Is an alignment between codec parameters (such as the mode-set) and b=AS in the SDP answer sufficient, or is it also required in the SDP offer?
SA4 would like to ask CT4 the following related question:

4. According to 3GPP H.248 profiles, will servers and gateways behave in such a manner that gateways are configured to send only AMR or AMR-WB codec modes below those implied by b=AS when an SDP offer is received, where b=AS is set to a value corresponding to a lower mode than the highest?
