Summary

All the documents from SA4 presented to SA approval were approved except that three documents were further revised, and the revised versions were approved instead:
· Tdoc SP-110787 containing Rel-8 CR to TS 26.114 on 'Alignment of SDP Capneg usage with MTSI deployments (MTSI-eMHI)') was replaced by Tdoc SP-110804 which was approved. (Tdoc SP-110804 contains some updates and also extends the CR to Rel-7.) 

· Tdoc SP-110798 “Update of the 3GPP Work Item 'Enhancements to Multimedia: PSS, MMS, and MBMS Enhancements and Performance Improvements (EMM)'” was revised into Tdoc SP-110878 which was approved. (The revision was needed to include clean version of the WID into the zip-file. Update was made also to the list of supporting companies – one removed.)
· Tdoc SP-110800 “New Study Item 'Improved Support for Dynamic Adaptive Streaming over HTTP in 3GPP  (FS_IS_DASH)’” was revised into Tdoc SP-110887 which was approved. (The revision was needed to update the list of supporting companies – one removed. TR number was also added.)

Outcome in SA4 matters  
3.1
SA4 Status Report

The SA4 status report, from SA4 Chairman, in Tdoc SP-110785 was presented for information. There were two questions on the status report:
· Slide 15: NTT DoCoMo asked to clarify why SA4 has two EVS schedule versions (target and fallback). SA4 Chairman explained that exact scheduling for the various EVS tasks is difficult due to the many variables and also since the schedule extends far ahead in time. Hence, some uncertainty for scheduling remains and this is reflected in having two schedule versions prepared by the WI Rapporteur. Out of these two, SA4 chose the one targeting finalisation by September 2013 as the target and the other aiming for December 2013 as a fallback. The latter is to be considered if the target schedule cannot be met.  

· Slide 25: Verizon Wireless (Kalyani Bogineni) asked if the work item proposals (revision of EMM and the new study of IS_DASH) are for discussion in this SA meeting. SA4 Chairman confirmed this. 

Tdoc SP-110785 was then noted.

· Tdoc SP-110799 “TR 26.905 Mobile stereoscopic 3D video (Release 11) version 1.0.0” was presented for information and was noted. There were no questions or comments.
3.4 New WIDs
· Tdoc SP-110798 “Update of the 3GPP Work Item 'Enhancements to Multimedia: PSS, MMS, and MBMS Enhancements and Performance Improvements (EMM)'” was revised into Tdoc SP-110878 which was approved. The revision was needed to include a clean version of the WID into the zip-file. “VODAFONE Ltd.” was also removed from the list of supporting IMs. (This was requested by Vodafone since they will not be able to contribute to the work.)
· Tdoc SP-110800 “New Study Item 'Improved Support for Dynamic Adaptive Streaming over HTTP in 3GPP (FS_IS_DASH)’” was revised into Tdoc SP-110887 which was approved.  In the revised version, “VODAFONE LTD” was removed from the list of supporting IMs. (This was requested by Vodafone since they will not be able to contribute to the study.) TR number (for the output TR) was also added. During the discussion of a new SA1 Study Item on “User plane congestion management (FS_UPCON)” in Tdoc SP-110819 (also approved at SA#54), a request was made to keep the work of the new SA1 and SA4 studies aligned. SA Chairman suggested the alignment to be checked as the work progresses.

4.1 Release 11 target dates (unchanged)
· Stage 1 was frozen at SA#53 (September 2011). 
· Stage 2 freezing target 
 March  2012 
· Approved Stage 2 exceptions in 03/12 will automatically lead to a 3 month slip of the Stage 3 freezing date.
· Stage 3 freezing target 
 September  2012
· RAN ASN.1 (and equivalent CT formal interface specification freeze) should be 3 months after Stage 3 freezing. 

4.2 Release 12 target dates
Stage 1 freezing target is anticipated to be set at TSG#55 in March 2012.
