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1. Introduction
One objective of current work item EMM is to improve the reliability of streaming and download services delivery over MBMS [1]. This requires comparison of the proposed codes. This document recommends how evaluate code performance and overhead.
2. Proposed Selection Criteria
After submission of the candidate codes, the following selection criteria should be used to guide the selection:
· The candidate FEC code shall be systematic as defined in TS26.346.

· The candidate code should show some improvement over the existing code.  The requested test cases should be used for evaluation.

· The optimal code should be favoured.  If a code is submitted with optimal received overhead, it shall be favoured.
· Implementation should be considered for selection, but should also be forward looking.  Overview of hardware and software implantation should be considered.
· Backward compatibly should not be taken into account given that there are no current MBMS implementations.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to use the selection criteria in section 2 as a starting point for the selection of a new application layer FEC for MBMS.
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
