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1. Introduction
There have been several discussions on Priorities of the EVS performance requirements [1] and relatively large number of requirements is proposed as priority “Q”.
On the other hand, EVS SWG has agreed the following statement in [2]:
Possible number of experiments shall not exceed twelve manageable experiments.
In order to qualify appropriate candidates for the selection within this limited amount of testing resources, a well-balanced set of requirements which reflects WID objectives must be used in the qualification phase.
2. Proposal
The sources propose to consider proportion of the number of requirements marked as priority “Q” in each performance measurement category based on the Sets discussion currently proposed in Table 1 of EVS-5a Qualification Rules document [3].
Following aspects should be taken into account:
1) Priority “Q”s should be discussed based on the maximum allowable test size and a total balance of test conditions;

2) The total balance of the test conditions should be discussed based on qualification rules and test sets discussion;

3) The qualification rules and the test sets should be discussed based on the WID objectives.

Therefore, the final-goal oriented discussion from 3) to 1) of above should be considered. 
3. Conclusion
The sources propose to consider the resulting proportion of the requirements marked as priority “Q”. The resulting proportion of the set of requirements marked “Q” should reflect the preference derived from the WID objectives and the test sets in [3] in order to obtain meaningful results for rightful selection of the qualified candidates.
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
